


The test reactor has been a part of the U.S. Department of Energy’s landscape at SRS since 1959.
HWCTR’s mission was to test experimental fuel assemblies for commercial heavy-water power
reactors. In 1964, the U.S. government decided to pursue other reactor designs for commercial
electrical power generation, and HWCTR became an inactive reactor.

“This important Recovery Act project has allowed for the safe disposition of HWCTR's key
equipment, a major step before the below-grade grouting begins,” said Paul Hunt, vice president
of the Recovery Act portfolio for SRNS. “HWCTR has always had an important presence onsite; its
decommissioning is no less significant.”
